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No concept has raised so many conflicting issues involving jurists and political
theorists in so desperate a maze as the genuine and proper meaning of
sovereignty. In political science and jurisprudential terms, sovereignty is
considered to be one of the essential attributes of the state and connotes
absolute and supreme power not subject to control by any internal or external
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authority. According to Hobbes, sovereignty is ‘universal, unlimited and
illimitable. Cooley defines a sovereign State as one who "where there resides
within itself a supreme and absolute power acknowledging no superior".
Austin defines internal sovereignty as the "power to compel obedience.”
According to him, a determinate human superior, not in the habit of obedience
from the bulk of a given society, that determinate superior is sovereign in that
society.

Locke was perhaps the first to hint at sovereignty vesting in the people
inasmuch as he felt that the people had the right to throw out a government that
did not fulfill certain conditions. Rousseau spoke of the popular sovereignty
and the "Will of the People. But these views and formulations remained weak,
vague and largely on the philosophical plane. In Britain, according to Dicey,
the king in-parliament is the sovereign de jure while politically with the advent
of universal adult franchise sovereignty has come to vest in the people. 3.
